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DRESS REHEARSAL
Luke 24:13-35

I’d like to thank Pastor Dan for providing me an opportunity to share with you today on a topic I’m passionate about.   How appropriate to be passionate as we approach what’s known to some as Passion Week, or Easter.

Today we’re going to explore what the Bible has to say about this time of year in a context that I’ll bet many of you have never seen before.  I believe that by the time we finish, you're going to see the New and Old Testament in such a refreshing way that you will exclaim, “A-ha !!!” "Now I get it!"  "Now it makes sense!”

Before I begin, let me put this bottle up here (place Pepto-Bismol on stand).   This will make more sense later.

Introduction
In 2001, the Seattle Mariners baseball team tied the 1906 Chicago Cubs team with the most wins during a season in the history of baseball (116).   No one in Seattle was unaware of the potential trip to the World Series.   The event garnered the attention of everyone in the city.

Imagine 2 guys talking about the Mariners. A stranger approaches and asks them what they are talking about. They sense he really seems to be totally unaware of this event. The two guys completely astonished, can’t believe he's so ignorant.




 “Are you the only guy in town who hasn’t heard?”




 "Where have you been? Behind a rock?”

In the gospel of Luke (Luke 24:13-32), we see a similar situation. Two men on the road to Emmaus were having a serious discussion. Jesus had just been crucified, put in a burial chamber, and a huge stone placed in front of it to block the entrance. There probably wasn’t a person in town that wasn’t aware of the events that just transpired.

Luke 24:13-32   13Now that same day two of them were going to a village called Emmaus, about seven miles from Jerusalem. 14They were talking with each other about everything that had happened. 15As they talked and discussed these things with each other, Jesus himself came up and walked along with them; 16but they were kept from recognizing him. 
17He asked them, "What are you discussing together as you walk along?" 
They stood still, their faces downcast. 18One of them, named Cleopas, asked him, "Are you only a visitor to Jerusalem and do not know the things that have happened there in these days?" 
It was like the guy said, “Are you the only guy in town who hasn’t heard?”    "Where have you been? Behind a rock?”   Jesus could have easily answered, "Well, if you want to get technical…yes I was?"

They began to convey to Jesus the details of recent events.  Jesus responds,
25He said to them, "How foolish you are, and how slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken! 26Did not the Christ have to suffer these things and then enter his glory?" 27And beginning with Moses and all the Prophets, he explained to them what was said in all the Scriptures concerning himself. 
Jesus is giving these guys a personal bible study!  Wouldn’t you like to have been sitting in on that study?

Did you catch what Luke said in verse 27?  Who were these scriptures about?  Jesus!
Where were these “scriptures” in the Bible?  The Old Testament!

Later, he appeared to the disciples gathered in Jerusalem and said the exact same thing:

Luke 24: 44-45 44He said to them, "This is what I told you while I was still with you: Everything must be fulfilled that is written about me in the Law of Moses, the Prophets and the Psalms." 45Then he opened their minds so they could understand the Scriptures. 
Where was it written? "in the law of Moses, prophets, and psalms” (the O.T.)
Why was it written?  "that they might understand the “scriptures.”
Who were these scriptures about? Jesus

Do you know what the two men on the road to Emmaeus said after their bible study with Jesus?

v. 32 And they said one to another, Did not our heart burn within us, while he talked with us by the way, and while he opened to us the scriptures? 
“Did not our heart burn within us?”  It's that pounding in the heart that says “I get it!”  The ‘A-HA’ experience!!!

So, just what scriptures did Jesus share with them that got them so excited?  Today, I’m going to share with you only a small portion of that Old Testament scripture that will help you “understand” and more fully appreciate what Christ did on our behalf during this time we call Easter.

How about you?  Do you have heartburn for God’s word?  You will when we are done today.  You are going to need the Pepto-Bismol?!!  May your hearts burn within as we discover Jesus revealed in the Old Testament, God’s word.

Personal Example

When I was a child, I set up a light behind a curtain and held up objects to see if my sisters could recognize them, e.g.  a banana, apple, book, etc.

They were able to guess them easily because they were thoroughly familiar with the objects I held.  The shadow revealed the substance.

There are several places in the New Testament where writers such as Paul refer to the Old Testament and declare that much in it is a shadow or type of things to come, but the substance or reality is Christ.
Col. 2:16-17   16Therefore do not let anyone judge you by what you eat or drink, or with regard to a religious festival, a New Moon celebration or a Sabbath day. [referring to Old Testament festivals/Sabbaths]  17These are a shadow of the things that were to come; the reality, however, is found in Christ.

Hebr. 8:5   [ref. to High Priest]   5They serve at a sanctuary that is a copy and shadow of what is in heaven. This is why Moses was warned when he was about to build the tabernacle: "See to it that you make everything according to the pattern shown you on the mountain." 
Hebr. 10:1   The law is only a shadow of the good things that are coming—not the realities themselves

The wife who sees husband’s shadow
On a sunny day, a woman is washing the dishes and hears her husband's car drive up.   She hears the car door open and shut, and then footsteps.  Looking out the window she sees the shadow of her husband walking up to the house.   She knows that the shadow is that of her husband because she is intimately involved with him and recognizes the outline.

What does she do?  Does she runs outside and embrace the shadow?  Of course not!  The shadow only reveals the substance.  She runs out and embraces the substance, her husband. When the substance comes we forget all about the shadow and we enjoy the reality (blessings, gifts) the substance has to give.

When we look at the Bible, we discover that God has woven within the pages of the Old Testament His great plan of salvation through His Son, Jesus.  We discover that the feasts or festivals, the tabernacle, the offerings, and more are actually shadow pictures.  They reveal some aspect of the ‘reality’ and provide some insight as to what the ‘substance’ is about.   The substance or reality of these shadow pictures is Jesus.

Feasts of the Lord
Today we will look at what is known as the ‘Feasts of the Lord.’   There are seven of them detailed in the Old Testament; four are celebrated in the Spring (just a few weeks from now –  of which one of them will be the focus of our study today), and the remaining three in the Fall.   These feasts are tied to the harvest seasons, barley and wheat in the spring and fruits in the fall.   We shall see through the Feasts (which serve as types) how Jesus (the substance) fulfills ever shadow picture down to the last detail.

In reference to the 7 feasts, we find these words in:

Lev 23:1-2  1The LORD spoke to Moses, saying, 2"Speak to the people of Israel and say to them, These are the appointed feasts of the LORD that you shall proclaim as holy convocations; they are my appointed feasts. 
When you hear the word feast – what do you think of?  Food! That doesn’t even begin to describe what the Feasts of the Lord mean.  

The word ‘feast’ (Moed in Hebrew) means an appointment. Strong’s defines Moed as, “a fixed time or season; specifically, a festival.  To fix upon (by agreement or appointment); by implication, to meet (at a stated time), to engage (for marriage).”  It is like God has a ‘Day Timer’ or calendar where He sets up appointments to spend time with mankind.

How many of you have a day timer?  No doubt you use it to record important dates you don’t want to miss.  Those of you that are married, how many of you entered your wedding date into a day timer or calendar?  Would you agree that it is important to remember an appointment, especially if it was for marriage?

Through the feasts God reveals His timetable.   What is His timetable or calendar based on?

There is a Julian calendar which we use (named after the Roman Emperor), in which the names of the days and most months are named after pagan gods, e.g. Thor’s day, Saturn’s day, or January-Janus (the two-headed god).  

In Jesus day, the Jewish people used a sacred or religious calendar.

Gen. 1:14 14 And God said, "Let there be lights in the expanse of the sky to separate the day from the night, and let them serve as signs to mark seasons and days and years, 

The word ‘seasons’ in Hebrew is Moadeem which means, “Feasts of the Lord.”  So, in part, the lights in the sky, specifically the moon, is used to mark when a feast begins.

 The months were measured by the period of time between the sighting of one new moon and the next.   The year begins in Israel’s spring. Months are usually referred to in scripture by numbers, i.e. 1st month, 2nd month, and so on.  They also have names, Abib or Nisan, Zip, Sivan, etc.

While our new day begins at midnight, the Jews 24-hour day is the period of time between one sunset and the next.  Days begin and end at sunset and are divided into two parts, evening and morning. 

The evening runs from 6pm to 6am.   The morning runs from 6am to 6pm.    Each 12-hour period is divided into two smaller portions.  6am to 12 noon is known as the morning part of the day.  Noon to 6pm is the evening part of the day.  The phrase “between the evening” refers to the period of the day that goes from noon to 6pm, which is exactly 3pm.  This would be known as the ninth hour of the day, counting from 6am.

Holy Convocations
God instructs his people to celebrate these festivals on specific days during specific months.  In other words, He sets appointments that His people need to keep.   Reading on:

Lev 23:2 … These are the appointed feasts of the LORD that you shall proclaim as holy convocations; …”
The Hebrew term translated for ‘convocation’ is ‘Miqra’ which means “a rehearsal.” In other words God gave the festivals to be yearly “dress rehearsals” of “future” events in His redemption plan.  

In other words, the Jews practiced these feasts or dress rehearsals for 1500 years so when the day of the performance came, i.e. when the Messiah (Jesus) came, they should have been able to recognize him.

In Deut 16:16, God instructed the people to come to Jerusalem three times a year to observe the feasts (they had an appointment to keep). As they came, they observed ceremonies given by God that were to be performed in both the temple and the home. These ceremonies were two-fold in nature. They looked forward and they looked backward.

Looking Backwards - The Exodus Story
The four spring feasts all have historical context, but they are also “dress rehearsals.”

The children of Israel (Hebrews) were bitterly mistreated by the Egyptians during their captivity in Egypt, because the Pharaoh (king) was afraid that they were becoming too numerous (Exo. 1:8-14). God was fully aware of this unjust abuse, and He had a plan to get the Hebrews out of Egypt and into the land He previously had promised them (3:16,17).God selected Moses to ask the Egyptian Pharaoh to let all the children of Israel go out of Egypt for three days so that they could worship and sacrifice to God (3:18). 

Nine times Pharaoh refused Moses’ requests, and nine times God sent great plagues of various types upon the land of Egypt (Exo. 7:1–10:29). The plagues came only upon the Egyptians; none of the children of Israel in Egypt were affected (Exo. 8:22,23a, 9:4,6,7a,26, 10:22,23). 

Finally, God told Moses that He would bring a tenth and final plague upon Egypt. After that, Pharaoh would let the people and their animals go. 

Civil and religious calendars

Up until that time, there had been only one (civil) calendar which the Jews followed. It began with the month Tishri (or Ethanim). (Tishri starts during our late September or early October and extends through most or all of October.) It was in the seventh month, Nisan, that God announced there would be a tenth plague.

So significant was God’s planned deliverance of his people from Egypt, that God told Moses that Nisan was, thereafter, to be the first month (Exo. 12:1,2) in a new (religious) calendar on which the timing of all of the feasts/festivals/holy days would be based. (Nisan starts during our middle to late March and extends through most of April.) 

Pesach or Passover

God told Moses that on Nisan 10, each household was to take in 1-year old male lamb without blemish or defect. Each lamb was to be cared for by a family (or two neighboring families) for four days until Nisan 14, on which day the lamb would be killed (sacrificed)  “in the evening;” translated properly is “between the two evenings,” or precisely at 3pm.
Then a hyssop branch was to be dipped into the blood of each lamb and the blood placed on the lintel (top of the doorframe) and on each doorjamb (two side posts of the doorframe) of every Hebrew house (Exo. 12:3-7). At least a few drops of the blood would have dropped from the top of the doorway to the floor.
At midnight (on Nisan 15, since  the Jewish day begins at sunset), the Lord allowed the “destroyer” (death angel) to strike dead the firstborn of every household in the land which did not have blood applied to the doorway. Only the homes where the blood was present were passed over (thus the name, “Passover”) and were not disturbed (Exo. 12:23). In every Egyptian dwelling (including Pharaoh’s palace), each firstborn son, as well as the firstborn of every kind of animal, was killed (11:5, 12:12a,29,30). However, no one in any Hebrew family, or any of their livestock, was harmed (11:7, 12:13,23,27a). When Pharaoh discovered that even his own firstborn son (4:23c) was dead, he finally told Moses to take the children of Israel and their livestock and leave (12:31,32a). 

The children of Israel were finally released to leave Egypt laden with the spoils of the Egyptians leaving on Nisan 15.   They had no time to make bread with leaven and wait for it to rise.  Instead, their last meal before leaving was unleavened bread.   They arrived at the Red Sea three days later on the 17th of Nisan.  Pharaoh’s heart hardened once again, summons his army to pursue the children of Israel who find their backs against the Red Sea. The children of Israel became afraid, but Moses rose up and said, as it is written, “…Do not be afraid, stand still, and see the salvation (Yeshooah in Hebrew) of the Lord.”  (Ex 14.13).   Jesus Hebrew name is Yeshua (Salvation or Lord who is Salvation).

At this point, a great miracle from God occurred, the sea divided and children of Israel crossed the floor of the Red Sea on dry ground while the Egyptian army, along with Pharaoh, pursued the Hebrews into the Red Sea and were drowned.   Delivered by the blood of the lamb, it looked forward to Jesus as the true Lamb of God.

Picture of Salvation

In type, this story presents a picture of salvation.  The children or people of God are held in bondage of sin by Satan (seen in type by Pharaoh).  God sends a deliverer, Jesus (seen in type by Moses), who delivers those who believe in Him, from the bondages of sin and the rule of Satan in their lives. Jesus is the Lamb of God and is also our Passover, whose blood redeems us from sin when we trust in him by applying or accepting his sacrifice on the doorposts of our hearts.

The passing through the Red Sea is a shadow picture of a believer’s baptism, their old life is left behind, and behold, a new life is ahead of them.  2 Corinthians 5:17 (KJV) “Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.” 

Journey to Mt. Sinai

For the next 47 days they traveled through the wilderness before they came to Mount ‘Sinai on the 3rd day of the 3rd month (Sivan) (Ex 19:1).  God instructed the people to sanctify themselves before He visited them 3 days later on Mount Sinai, where he would give them the Torah or law,  which is the 50th day following the crossing of the Red Sea.  

A Permanent Celebration
This event was so significant, that God declared Passover to be a permanent celebration for all eternity (Ex 12:2,6,13-14). This memorial season of celebration is collectively known as the Spring Feasts. They began with Passover (celebrated on the14th of Nisan) (Lev 23:5), and ended with the Feast of Weeks (also known as Pentecost – a Greek word that literally means “fiftieth.”). In between is the Feast of Unleavened Bread (week-long from 15th – 21st) (Lev 23:6-8) and the Feast of First Fruits (celebrated during the week of Unleavened Bread, the day following the weekly Sabbath).

Leviticus declares these feasts are shadow pictures or dress rehearsals.   What was it a shadow picture of?  What was it a Dress Rehearsal for?  How does Jesus fulfill each feast exactly and precisely, down to the very last detail?

John 13:1 Jesus knew that the time had come for him to leave this world and go to the Father.

In Matt 26:18, Jesus tells his disciples, “My appointed time is near...” He had an appointment to keep.

Triumphal Entry
It was on Nisan 10, Jesus came down from the Mount of Olives, riding a donkey.  He followed exactly the same path to the temple through the east gate that the Passover lamb had just taken.  The Passover lamb was met by crowds of people waving palm branches and joyously singing Psalm 118,  “Oh Lord, save us; O Lord, grant us success. Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord”. 

The crowds of people, who previously had witnessed Jesus’ great miracles, placed more palm branches on the pathway in front of Him (thus, the name “Palm Sunday”) and shouted to Him as He passed, “‘Hosanna to the Son of David!’ ‘Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!’ ‘Hosanna in the highest!’” (Matt. 21:7-9). (“Hosanna” or Hoshana means “Deliver us!”)
Inspect the Lamb
For four days (from Nisan 10th to the 14th) the Passover lamb was kept in public view at the temple for everyone to examine to make sure that it was perfect and without defect.  This was a “dress rehearsal.” During the same four days, the chief priests, elders, Pharisees, and Sadducees interrogated Jesus; but He always left them speechless, because they could find no fault with His impeccable logic and character (Matt. 21:23-27, 22:23-46).  Moreover, after Jesus was arrested, Pilate (governor of Jerusalem) and Herod (governor of Galilee) could find no evidence against Him nor fault with Him (Matt. 26:59,60a, 27:23a; Luke 23:4,14,15; John 19:6c). This is because Jesus was perfect and without defect, just as the Passover lamb was expected to be.   Only a perfect sacrifice was acceptable to God to satisfy the penalty of sin once for all.  God alone could supply that which would satisfy Him.

Hebrews 10 states: 1The law is only a shadow of the good things that are coming—not the realities themselves. For this reason it can never, by the same sacrifices repeated endlessly year after year, make perfect those who draw near to worship. 2If it could, would they not have stopped being offered? For the worshipers would have been cleansed once for all, and would no longer have felt guilty for their sins. 3But those sacrifices are an annual reminder of sins, 4because it is impossible for the blood of bulls and goats to take away sins. …10 we have been made holy through the sacrifice of the body of Jesus Christ once for all. 

Abraham and Isaac
From the temple mount, they placed the wooden cross on Jesus shoulder and took him up Mt. Moriah to be crucified.   2000 years earlier, a dress rehearsal of this exact event occurred at the same exact location.  Abraham took the same route up Mt. Moriah with his beloved son Isaac to be a sacrificed upon an altar. 

In Gen 22 we see the only type in the Old Testament that distinctly shows that God required a human sacrifice.  Man sinned and only “man’s” sacrifice alone, not a beast, can satisfy God’s Divine Justice.

The Sacrifice of Isaac (Gen 22)

1After these things God tested Abraham and said to him, "Abraham!" And he said, "Here am I." 2He said, "Take your son, your only son Isaac, whom you love …”

God said of His Son, Jesus:

Matt 3:17 "This is my Son, whom I love; with him I am well pleased."

Rom 8:32  “He (God) that spared not his own Son…”

Abraham (a picture of God) is central in this chapter.  Isaac (picture of Jesus) obeys his father’s will.

Continuing on in Genesis:

“…and go to the land of Moriah, and offer him there as a burnt offering on one of the mountains of which I shall tell you." 3So Abraham rose early in the morning, saddled his donkey, and took two of his young men with him, and his son Isaac. And he cut the wood for the burnt offering and arose and went to the place of which God had told him. 

The burnt offering was performed to atone for the people sins against the Lord and was dedication offering of one’s life before the Lord continually.

4On the third day Abraham lifted up his eyes and saw the place from afar. 5Then Abraham said to his young men, "Stay here with the donkey; I and the boy will go over there and worship and come again to you."

Two men (thieves on the cross) followed Abraham’s greater son so far but, whom like all spectators of that scene, were not permitted to see what transpired between the Father and the Son on the altar itself – the 3 hours of darkness concealing from every human eye the Divine Transaction.

6And Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering and laid it on Isaac his son.”

Is not this exactly what happened to Jesus?  They placed the wooden cross on Jesus shoulder and took him up the same Mt. Moriah to be crucified, where he would be sacrificed for the sins of mankind.

As the story continues, Isaac asks his father, “where is the lamb for a burnt offering?” Abraham said, "God will provide for himself the lamb for a burnt offering, my son." And that’s exactly what happened. Instead of Isaac being sacrificed, God intervened and provided a substitutionary lamb for the burnt offering.

What a beautiful shadow picture, dress rehearsal, of what Jesus, the Lamb of God, did on our behalf.  Although deserving of death due to our sins, God provided his Son, Jesus, as a substitutionary sacrifice on our behalf.  

Continuing on with the Passover
Let’s return to the Passover. According to Bible historian Joseph Good, the Passover lamb in the temple was bound to the altar at about 9:00 a.m. A “dress rehearsal.”  Mark records in his gospel, “It was the third hour ( 9:00 a.m.) when they crucified [Jesus]” (Mark 15:25).

When a worshiper prepared their Passover dinner, a wooden stake was driven vertically through the lamb, while another stake was inserted horizontally. A “dress rehearsal.”

Jesus was sacrificed on a wooden cross, as was the lamb impaled on a wooden cross to be cooked.  Moreover, the blood stains of Jesus’ head, hands, and feet on the cross matched the locations of the blood of the lamb on the doorframe (top, sides, and bottom) of each Hebrew family’s house in Egypt. 

It was forbidden for any of the Passover lamb’s bones to be broken (Exo. 12:46c). After the crucifixion, the legs of the two criminals crucified along with Jesus were broken to ensure that they would die (by suffocation) quickly, as the Feast of Unleavened Bread, Nisan 15, was soon to begin. But Jesus was already dead, so they did not break His legs (John 19:31-33). This also was a fulfillment of a prophecy of David that none of the Messiah’s bones would be broken (Psalm 34:20). 

Darkness came over the land from noon to 3:00 p.m

At exactly 3:00 p.m., on Nisan 14, the high priest kills the sacrificial Passover lamb, and declares, “It is finished.” This was a “dress rehearsal !”

At the exact same time, 3pm, Jesus’ cries out his last words, “IT IS FINISHED” (John 19:30a), which literally means, “Paid in full;” and then he dies.  

At this point the earth shook, the very strong heavy temple curtain was ripped by God from top to bottom, and the Centurion exclaimed, “Surely this was the son of God!” 

Is your heart burning within yet?  Do you need some Pepto-Bismol?

Final Thoughts
Were we to have the time, we would see how Jesus fulfills each detail of the remaining Spring Feasts exactly.  While Jesus fulfilled each the Spring Feasts at his first coming in every detail, there are final feasts, the Fall Feasts, yet to be fulfilled at His second coming.   There are more appointments to keep.

There is a final appointment for you to keep, as well.  The bible says,

“There is a time appointed unto man to die, then the judgment.”

Notice that this verse doesn’t say, “then reincarnation,” or “then blackness. That’s all folks! There ain’t no more!”   It says, “then the judgment.”

Each one of us has an appointment with God where we will stand before His judgment seat.

Acts 17 31For he has set a day when he will judge the world with justice (or righteousness) by the man he has appointed. He has given proof of this to all men by raising him from the dead."

The Passover story does not end with death, but with resurrection. Deliverance came to the Hebrews three days after the Passover lamb was sacrificed, as they passed through the Red Sea. Our deliverance/salvation was secured when Jesus, our Passover lamb, rose from the grave three days after being sacrificed on Passover.

When Jesus said “It is finished,” or “Paid in full” he meant that he paid your debt in full.   What does that mean?

The bible says, (Rom 3:10) “no one is righteous, no not one.”  and “All have sinned and all fall short of the glory of God…” That means that all of us fail to measure up to God’s righteous standards. It doesn’t matter how good we are, because we can never be good enough. We all miss the mark. So, what’s the big deal about being labeled a “sinner?”

The bible says, “The wages of sin is death…” That means that because you are sinner, the just wage or penalty due you for sin is death, both physically and spiritually, for eternity. This sounds bleak doesn’t it?  But wait there’s good news.

“The wages of sin is death, BUT the free gift of God is eternal life.” (Rom 6:23)

“But while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.” God sent his beloved Son, our Passover Lamb, to die on your behalf, as a substitute for you. Your sins and the penalty for those sins were placed on Him. His righteousness on your behalf satisfies God’s wrath against your sinful nature. His blood was shed for you to deliver you from out of the kingdom of darkness into the light.  

It takes more than comprehension of what Christ did on your behalf.  You must appropriate it for yourself.  Only those in Egypt that had the blood applied to their doorposts and lintel survived the death angel.  You need to apply the blood of Christ to your doorpost, i.e. your heart and head.

The bible says, John 1:12 But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name:
Belief is more than intellectual assent.  It is placing your daily trust in Him. There was a purpose for Christ’s sacrifice. There was a reason the feasts were dress rehearsals. There is an eternal consequence. It is so that you would personally know his son, the Messiah, the Passover lamb, as your savior; and be restored into a right relationship with God.
When your appointed time comes to stand before God’s judgment throne, will God say, “Well done, thou good and faithful servant…” “I see the lamb’s blood applied to the doorpost of your heart and mind. I will Passover your sins, and remember them not. Enter into the joy that I have prepared for you.”

Or will He say, “Depart from me you wicked…into everlasting destruction from the presence of the Lord, and from the glory of his power.”

What will He say to you?  If you are not sure at this very moment, you can be. The bible says, “Today is the day of salvation,” and elsewhere, “Choose this day whom you will serve.”
Paul says in the book of Romans: 
9That if you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.  (Rom 10:9)

If you have not done that yet, don’t let another moment pass.  Do it now!  You do not know when your appointed time with God will be. It may be right after this service.
