Anticipating the Sunday Sermon on The Revelation for September 25, 2011
#1. An Overview and Introduction to The Revelation (Chapter 1-3)
1. Pray – (Consider having 4 different persons pray from the scripture texts listed with the “goals of this study” to be prayed for.)

Pray (for yourself and for the others in our group) that as we study the Book of The Revelation together . . .
a. we would see Jesus Christ more clearly in all His majesty, wonder and power. (Philippians 4:7-11)
b. we would grow in our faith and trust in Jesus Christ and in our love for our brothers and sisters in Christ (Colossians 1:3-6).
c. our compassion, prayers and actions for those outside of Christ would increase (2 Corinthians 5:14-21).
d. we would be even more convinced that Christ’s rescue of us in love and by His blood was for the purpose of making us to be a kingdom of priests to serve His God and Father (Revelation 1:5b-6 & Colossians 1:24-27).
2. Study and Discussion

a. Who wrote the Book of Revelation and what do we know about him?

Revelation 1:1-2; 1:4a; 1:9; 22:8-9; John 1:1; 21:24
b. Why did John the Apostle write the Book of Revelation?

Revelation 1:1-3; 1:9-11; 1:19

c. How should we understand the phrase “what must soon take place”? Compare Revelation 1:1-3 with Revelation 22:6-7, 12 & 20. How should we understand “soon,” which can also rightly be translated shortly (NKJV), quickly, swiftly or speedily?
3. Becoming aware of the different ways to view or look at The Revelation

a. If you view The Revelation as prophecy about church history from the time of John to the end of the world, how would that affect how you read this book?
b. If you view The Revelation as prophecy that was fulfilled primarily in the first century AD, how would that affect how you read this book?
c. If you view The Revelation as prophecy primarily about the future end of the world, how would that affect how you read this book?
d. If you view The Revelation as a non-historical and non-prophetic drama about spiritual realities, how would that affect how you read this book?
4. As time permits, read from chapters 1, 2 & 3 and write down your observations. Which observations do you think will play a big role further on in this book?
