21. When God lets us know a piece is missing from the puzzle – Revelation 10:1-11
A. Pray –that as we study the Book of The Revelation together . . . 

1. we would see Jesus Christ more clearly in all His majesty, wonder and power. 

2. we would grow in our faith and trust in Jesus Christ and in our love for our brothers and sisters in Christ.

3. our compassion, prayers and actions for those outside of Christ would increase.

4. we would be even more convinced that Christ’s rescue of us in love and by His blood was for the purpose of making us to be a kingdom of priests to serve His God and Father.

B. Review/Preview – We have viewed six of the seven trumpets. The first four sent messages of warning by means of catastrophes of nature, displayed in disasters such as hurricanes, earthquakes, tornadoes, volcanoes, etc. The fifth and sixth trumpets of judgment were demonic in nature, albeit, using willing humans as their physical soldiers to do the terrorizing and killing. All of these trumpets were calls from God for repentance to those who were involved in any manner with the persecution of Christians (re. fifth seal, Rev. 6:9-11). 
We now come to Revelation 10 within the third section of the Revelation, chapters 8-11. I’ve stated more than once that it takes an understanding of the Old Testament to grasp what is going on in the Revelation. Chapter 10 is no exception to this statement. Just because chapter 9 has brought us right up to the line separating us from final tribulation and judgment, do not consider this section of Revelation 10:1-11:13 as a pause in the timeline of history but rather as an explanation of the relationship between the godless and the godly during the time of the trumpets, i.e., during the time for advancing the gospel until Christ returns.

2. a. (10:1) What are the important details of the description of this angel and why are they important?

   b. To whom is this mighty angel being compared? Consider reading as background, Daniel 10 & 12.

3. a. (10:2-3) How would you characterize the scene that has this mighty angel shouting? Cf. Exodus 13:21. 

b. Is there good reason to suggest that this mighty angel is a christophany or theophany? Cf. Rev. 1:10-16? 
c. What is the scroll? 

Is it safe to link it to Rev. 5?
d. What is the response to the shout of the mighty angel?

4. Read aloud Ezekiel 2:1-3:15. What did you hear?
5. (10:2) What message does the scene communicate when this mighty angel plants his right foot on the sea and his left foot on the land (especially in light of who he probably really is)?
6. a. (10:3b-4) What likeness and what contrast is found in Rev. 6:1 to Rev. 10:3b-4?

b. Why do you suppose John was commanded to not write down what he heard?

7. a. (10:5-7) What had been delayed up until now? 
Is there significance in God or Christ being the one to announce that there will be no more delay?
b. What is the mystery of God that will be accomplished or complete? 
Could it be in knowing why judgment has been delayed? Cf. Rev. 6:10-11

8. a. (10:8-11) Keeping in mind that this passage, 10:1-11:13 explains the relationship between the church and the world during the time between Christ’s first coming and His second, can you now explain why eating the scroll is both sweet and sour? 
b. What does prophesying “about many peoples, nations, languages and kings” have to do with it? 
c. Does this explain our experience of the advancing of the gospel among unbelievers?
