Anticipating the Sunday Sermon on The Revelation for October 9, 2011
#3. An Overview and Introduction to The Revelation (Chapters 12-16)
A. Pray – (listed below are 4 goals for studying the book of Revelation. Spend a couple minutes reviewing these goals and then make them your requests of our Lord in prayer.
Pray (for yourself and for the others in our group) that as we study the Book of The Revelation together . . .
1. we would see Jesus Christ more clearly in all His majesty, wonder and power. (Philippians 4:7-11)
2. we would grow in our faith and trust in Jesus Christ and in our love for our brothers and sisters in Christ (Colossians 1:3-6).
3. our compassion, prayers and actions for those outside of Christ would increase (2 Corinthians 5:14-21).
4. we would be even more convinced that Christ’s rescue of us in love and by His blood was for the purpose of making us to be a kingdom of priests to serve His God and Father (Revelation 1:5b-6 & Colossians 1:24-27).
NOTICE: Keep in mind we are working for an overview look at the entire book of Revelation right now. Be careful not to drill too deeply at this moment. Lord willing, there will be time to do the “drilling” in weeks to come.

B. Review
1. Review Section 1 of the book of Revelation (1:1- 3:22) by being reminded of your summary statement.
2. Hint: Pastor Dan’s summary for Section 1 (chapters 1-3) is: Jesus Christ is the One who is among us (His churches) who will lead us to be overcomers in a hostile world.
3. Review Section 2 of the book of Revelation (4:1-7:17) by being reminded of your summary statement.

4. Hint: Pastor Dan’s summary for Section 2 (chapters 4-7) is: Jesus Christ, our Shepherd-Lamb is the One who, being fully aware of our need for encouragement and strength while living in a spiritual war zone, brings us (His churches) through tribulations into an eternity of enjoying the springs of living water. (5:9-10; 7:3, 16-17)
5. Review Section 3 of the book of Revelation (8:1-11:19) by being reminded of your summary statement.

6. Hint: Pastor Dan’s summary for Section 3 (chapters 8-11) is: Jesus Christ issues seven trumpet calls to the entire world to repent of their participation in the persecutions of Christ’s church while at the same time preserving His true church for the glories of heaven. (8:1, 4-5; 9:4, 20-21; 11:1)

C. Study and Discussion – Section 4
1. Get a sense of what is going on in Section 4. Section 4 includes chapters 12-14. Remember to push yourself to get an overview before trying to figure everything out.
2. Read Revelation 12:1-6. What seems to be happening here and for how long?
3. Read Revelation 12:7-12. Describe what seems to be happening here.

4. Read Revelation 12:13-17, 13:1. Do you have a theory who the woman is? Could she be the church of Christ?
5. Read Revelation 13:1-10. What does the sea beast accomplish and fail to accomplish?
6. Read Revelation 13:11-18. How does the earth beast’s strategy differ from the sea beast’s strategy?
7. Read Revelation 14:1-5. How are the 144,000 described in this paragraph?
8. Read Revelation 14:6-13. What contrast is being presented here?
9. Read Revelation 14:14-20. What event is being described here?
10. How did this section begin and end? Do you see a pattern developing within each section?
11. Attempt a preliminary summary of Section 4.

D. Study and Discussion – Section 5
1. Get a sense of what is going on in Section 5. Section 5 includes chapters 15-16. Remember to push yourself to get an overview before trying to figure everything out.
2. Read Revelation 15:1-8. What seems to be happening here?

3. Read Revelation 16:1-21. What is going on with the seven bowls of God’s wrath?

4. Is it possible that God’s wrath is expressed over the course of history prior to His last display on the day of judgment? (9:21; 16:9)
5. What similarity and difference do you see in the trumpets of chapters 8-11 and the bowls of chapters 15-16? (particularly in the matter of repentance. 9:21; 16:9)

6. How did this section end? Does it fit the pattern of the other sections?

7. Attempt a preliminary summary of Section 5.
