	Sermon Text: The Revelation 1-11 – Highlights from the Revelation – Part 1

	PRAY  -  PREVIEW  -  READ

	Amazingly, we have completed our study of the Revelation from chapter 1 through chapter 22. It is now time to celebrate what God has taught us from this study. **Have your Bible open as you listen!**
Here is the proposal for our two week celebration. Assuming we have two opportunities during these next two weeks to gather with one or several other friends in advance of Sunday, the Lord’s Day, to have our hearts open to the Word of God, would you consider listening to or reading eleven chapters in one setting in each of the next two weeks? This week listen to or read together Revelation 1-11. Next week listen to or read together Revelation 12-22. (The audio version, NIV84 mp3, is attached to the email sent out with this study guide.)
Each set of eleven chapters takes about 45 minutes using the audio mp3 version. So, whatever length of time you are allotting over 45 minutes to review the eleven chapters, will be the amount of time to share comments. Consider writing down a brief note each time you have an “ah ha” moment while listening to the Revelation being read and then share some of those together at the end with whatever time remains.

As you review the Revelation and are reminded of things you have learned and been encouraged by, be sure to write those things down and prepare yourself to share those highlights with others.
