Romans 1:18–23; Psalm 19:1-4a

Consider reading these texts and meditating on how these Scriptures might speak to the question: What does everybody already know about God?
Romans 1:18–23 (NIV84) 18 The wrath of God is being revealed from heaven against all the godlessness and wickedness of men who suppress the truth by their wickedness, 19 since what may be known about God is plain to them, because God has made it plain to them. 20 For since the creation of the world God’s invisible qualities—His eternal power and divine nature—have been clearly seen, being understood from what has been made, so that men are without excuse. 
21 For although they knew God, they neither glorified Him as God nor gave thanks to Him, but their thinking became futile and their foolish hearts were darkened. 22 Although they claimed to be wise, they became fools 23 and exchanged the glory of the immortal God for images made to look like mortal man and birds and animals and reptiles. 

Psalm 19:1–4a (NIV84) For the director of music. A psalm of David. 
1 The heavens declare the glory of God; the skies proclaim the work of His hands. 2 Day after day they pour forth speech; night after night they display knowledge. 3 There is no speech or language where their voice is not heard. 4a Their voice goes out into all the earth, their words to the ends of the world. 
What do we all know about God without ever reading a Bible?

How have we all come to know these things about God?

What does Paul in Romans 1 say we humans have done with this knowledge (can you cite examples) and why?

What happens to people (including us) when they willfully reject truth about God?

How would you describe the significance or seriousness of the consequences to humanity for their rejection of the truth about God just from general (natural) revelation and not even from God’s special revelation we have through Christ and the Bible?
How does what you now know about what we all know about God help you in speaking with someone who says there is no God or it’s not important to him or her that God exists?
