John 14:25–26; 15:26–27; 16:5-16
John 16:8-9, 13 (NIV84) “8 When He (the Holy Spirit ) comes, He will convict the world of guilt in regard to sin and righteousness and judgment: 9 in regard to sin, because men do not believe in Me; … 13 But when He, the Spirit of truth, comes, He will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on His own; He will speak only what He hears, and He will tell you what is yet to come.”

This study looks at the partnership the Holy Spirit has with Jesus in making His case that He is God and He mission is to transform the lives of those who respond to His convincing and convicting message, authority and person. In a very real sense, this study picks up from our review of Jesus’ bold and direct claims to be God that we saw in His seven “I am” proclamations. Now that the Great I Am is departing from His disciples are returning to His Father in heaven, His disciples need encouragement and hope. Do they get them?
	John 14:25–26 (NIV84) 25 “All this I have spoken while still with you. 26 But the Counselor, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, will teach you all things and will remind you of everything I have said to you. 

John 15:26–27 (NIV84) 26 “When the Counselor comes, whom I will send to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who goes out from the Father, He will testify about Me. 27 And you also must testify, for you have been with Me from the beginning. 

John 16:5–16 (NIV84) 5 “Now I am going to Him who sent Me, yet none of you asks Me, ‘Where are You going?’ 6 Because I have said these things, you are filled with grief. 7 But I tell you the truth: It is for your good that I am going away. Unless I go away, the Counselor will not come to you; but if I go, I will send Him to you. 8 When He comes, He will convict (or convince, bring to light, expose, set forth, reprove) the world of guilt in regard to sin and righteousness and judgment: 9 in regard to sin, because men do not believe in Me; 10 in regard to righteousness, because I am going to the Father, where you can see Me no longer; 11 and in regard to judgment, because the prince of this world now stands condemned. 

12 “I have much more to say to you, more than you can now bear. 13 But when He, the Spirit of truth, comes, He will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on His own; He will speak only what He hears, and He will tell you what is yet to come. 14 He will bring glory to Me by taking from what is Mine and making it known to you. 15 All that belongs to the Father is Mine. That is why I said the Spirit will take from what is Mine and make it known to you. 
16 “In a little while you will see Me no more, and then after a little while you will see Me.”
