How New Testament authors turned “Royal Psalms” into “Messianic Psalms”
Psalm 2:1-12 and 110:1-7
Psalm 2:7; 110:1 (NIV84) 7 I will proclaim the decree of the Lord: He said to Me, “You are My Son; today I have become Your Father.”  --  1 The Lord says to my Lord: “Sit at My right hand until I make Your enemies a footstool for Your feet.”

How do several of the Psalms in the Old Testament find their fulfillment in Jesus Christ? How does this fulfillment become a testimony to us that Jesus is God?
This study is going to take us to what could be considered “confusing Psalms” when we try to answer questions like: Is this Psalm speaking of David or Jesus the Messiah? … David or God? Is the king who is spoken of residing on earth or in heaven? So, we will begin to try to answer the question, Why does God permit having His Scriptures be confusing when trying to determine of whom the text is referring?
Remember, this study is to prepare us to hear well the message from Pastor Micah this upcoming Lord’s Day. If you don’t have answers to all your questions by the end of this study, bring them with you to our worship service this Sunday.
	A Royal Psalm: teaches about God as the true king of Israel; how God rules through a human king. Helps the reader understand the nature of God’s kingship as a humble, loving and forgiving king who is also awesome, powerful and righteous.

An Enthronement Psalm: celebrates the inauguration of God or the Lord as King.
---------------------------------------------------
Psalm 2:1–12 (NIV84) [capitalization according to NKJV]
1 Why do the nations conspire and the peoples plot in vain? 
2 The kings of the earth take their stand and the rulers gather together against the Lord and against His Anointed One. 

3 “Let us break Their chains,” they say, “and throw off Their fetters.” 
4 The One enthroned in heaven laughs; the Lord scoffs at them. 
5 Then He rebukes them in His anger and terrifies them in His wrath, saying, 6 “I have installed My King on Zion, My holy hill.” 
7 I will proclaim the decree of the Lord: He said to Me, “You are My Son; today I have become Your Father. 

8 Ask of Me, and I will make the nations Your inheritance, the ends of the earth Your possession. 
9 You will rule them with an iron scepter; You will dash them to pieces like pottery.” 
10 Therefore, you kings, be wise; be warned, you rulers of the earth. 
11 Serve the Lord with fear and rejoice with trembling. 
12 Kiss the Son, lest He be angry and you be destroyed in your way, for His wrath can flare up in a moment. Blessed are all who take refuge in Him. 

Psalm 110:1–7 (NIV84) [capitalization according to NKJV]
Of David. A psalm. 
1 The Lord says to my Lord: “Sit at My right hand until I make Your enemies a footstool for Your feet.” 
2 The Lord will extend Your mighty scepter from Zion; You will rule in the midst of Your enemies. 
3 Your troops will be willing on Your day of battle. Arrayed in holy majesty, from the womb of the dawn You will receive the dew of Your youth. 

4 The Lord has sworn and will not change His mind: “You are a priest forever, in the order of Melchizedek.” 
5 The Lord is at Your right hand; He will crush kings on the day of His wrath. 
6 He will judge the nations, heaping up the dead and crushing the rulers of the whole earth. 
7 He will drink from a brook beside the way; therefore He will lift up His head. 

Bonus text if time remains.

Psalm 45:1–9 (NIV84) [capitalization according to NKJV]
1 My heart is stirred by a noble theme as I recite my verses for the King; my tongue is the pen of a skillful writer. 
2 You are the most excellent of men and Your lips have been anointed with grace, since God has blessed You forever. 
3 Gird Your sword upon Your side, O Mighty One; clothe Yourself with splendor and majesty. 
4 In Your majesty ride forth victoriously in behalf of truth, humility and righteousness; let Your right hand display awesome deeds. 
5 Let Your sharp arrows pierce the hearts of the king’s enemies; let the nations fall beneath Your feet. 
6 Your throne, O God, will last for ever and ever; a scepter of justice will be the scepter of Your kingdom. 
7 You love righteousness and hate wickedness; therefore God, Your God, has set You above Your companions by anointing You with the oil of joy. 
8 All Your robes are fragrant with myrrh and aloes and cassia; from palaces adorned with ivory the music of the strings makes you glad. 
9 Daughters of kings are among Your honored women; at Your right hand is the royal bride in gold of Ophir. 
	A Messianic Psalm: Originally a Royal Psalm but when used by New Testament authors to describe Jesus as the King in that Psalm, it is a Messianic Psalm.
Imminent/imminence: near/nearness or close in proximity; at hand.
Transcendent/transcendence: supreme, surpassing, beyond or transcending the universe and time; having continuous existence outside the created world; 
Viceroy: vice (deputy) + roy (king); a representative of a sovereign or king. 
*Knowing these definitions may prove helpful for the upcoming sermon.
---------------------------------------------------
How do we make sense of this Psalm? First, without the help of the NT, then with NT help? Matthew 3:17; 17:5; Acts 2:34-36; 13:33; Romans 1:3-4; Philippians 2:9-11; Hebrews 1:5; 5:5; 12:22; 
Compare 2:4 & 6, particularly if you “uncap” the title, King to king. Are we reading about just God as King or also an earthly king? Is David being assigned divine status in v.6?
Could 2:7 & 12 be a reference to the relationship between David and his son Solomon (cf. 1 Kings 1:41-47)
About whom is Psalm 110 written? (Keep in mind that capped pronouns are the interpretations of the translators.)
Who is the king being spoken of? What options do we have? (directly about Jesus; first about David and afterward about Jesus; actually about God)
Did you know that Psalm 110:1 is the single most quoted verse of the OT by NT authors?
Look them up: Matthew 22:44; Mark 12:36; Luke 20:42-43; Acts 2:34-35; Hebrews 1:13;

110:1, 2 & 6 Is this a human, earthly king that God calls God?
