Know this: It is by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth that God does miraculous works among us!
How does this text enlarge your hope in the supremacy of Christ? 1. Pray: “Holy Spirit Please, open my eyes to see wonderful things in this text.” 2. Write your thoughts and thanks. 3. Joyfully share your thoughts with someone else. 

Who gets the credit when God does a powerful work through you?
[In Acts 3, Peter and John, on their way to the temple to pray, healed a man crippled from birth. To those who saw it, Peter declared that it was Jesus’ name and faith through Him that healed him. For healing the man and pointing to Jesus, Peter and John were put into jail. The next day Peter was able to speak to his accusers.]
Acts 4:8–12 (NIV84)
8 Then Peter, filled with the Holy Spirit, said to them: “Rulers and elders of the people! 9 If we are being called to account today for an act of kindness shown to a cripple and are asked how he was healed, 10 then know this, you and all the people of Israel: It is by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified but whom God raised from the dead, that this man stands before you healed. 11 He is “ ‘the stone you builders rejected, which has become the capstone.’ 12 Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other name under heaven given to men by which we must be saved.” 
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
