On Wednesday through Saturday, four days, select three times each day to read one of the twelve divisions that Micah has outlined below. With each division, ask yourself the following questions:
Do you know the story of each of these people and their children or do you need to review it?

What do you like and not like from this story?

What can you learn about God and people from this story?

What will you remember or do from this story?

6. The account of Shem (Gen. 11:10-26)

7. The account of Terah (Gen. 11:27-25:11)

8. The account of Ishmael (Gen. 25:12-18)

9. The account of Isaac (Gen. 25:19-35:29)

10. The account of Esau (Gen. 36:1-37:1)

11. The account of Jacob (Gen. 37:2-50:25)

12. Conclusion: Egypt (Gen. 50:26)
