	[Festival Cycle Part 2] (6:1-71 - Passover and the Exodus Motif)

John 6:22-33 (NIV)
22 The next day the crowd that had stayed on the opposite shore of the lake realized that only one boat had been there, and that Jesus had not entered it with His disciples, but that they had gone away alone. 23 Then some boats from Tiberias landed near the place where the people had eaten the bread after the Lord had given thanks. 24 Once the crowd realized that neither Jesus nor His disciples were there, they got into the boats and went to Capernaum in search of Jesus. 
25 When they found Him on the other side of the lake, they asked Him, “Rabbi, when did You get here?” 
26 Jesus answered, “I tell you the truth, you are looking for Me, not because you saw miraculous signs but because you ate the loaves and had your fill. 
27 Do not work for food that spoils, but for food that endures to eternal life, which the Son of Man will give you. On Him God the Father has placed His seal of approval.” 
28 Then they asked Him, “What must we do to do the works God requires?” 
29 Jesus answered, “The work of God is this: to believe in the One He has sent.” 
30 So they asked him, “What miraculous sign then will You give that we may see it and believe You? What will You do? 31 Our forefathers ate the manna in the desert; as it is written: ‘He gave them bread from heaven to eat.’” 
32 Jesus said to them, “I tell you the truth, it is not Moses who has given you the bread from heaven, but it is My Father who gives you the true bread from heaven. 33 For the bread of God is He who comes down from heaven and gives life to the world.” 

	6:23 Why does John feel it important to tell us again that before the people ate the bread that He created He gave thanks? Is He elevating gratitude by example?
6:24 If we assume Jesus and His disciples left by boat from some location on the north shores of the Sea of Galilee, like Capernaum, came to this mountain, fed bread to this crowd of people who follow them there, and then returned to Capernaum, was there more to this journey than just to get out of town to feed bread to 5000 men and then return to talk with them further? What was that all about? 

6:26 Are these people comparing the benefits, or lack of them, of living under a Roman king with what they could imagine would be the benefits of living under Jesus as their political king? 

6:29 Do these people like Jesus’ answer? Did they want Jesus to give a different answer? 

6:31 Why are they quoting from the Scriptures about God giving their forefathers bread from heaven when they seem blind to what Jesus had just done for them and got them thinking about the parallel experience they had just participated in?
