	My Observations & Interpretations

	Observations: What do I see when I look at this text and what questions do I have?
[Ask who, what, where, when, and context questions.]
	Interpretations: What do my observations mean? [Ask why of words, ideas, and arguments.]

	Luke 24:13-43 (NIV) 
13 Now that same day two of them were going to a village called Emmaus, about seven miles from Jerusalem. 14 They were talking with each other about everything that had happened. 15 As they talked and discussed these things with each other, Jesus Himself came up and walked along with them; 16 but they were kept from recognizing Him. 
17 He asked them, “What are you discussing together as you walk along?” 
They stood still, their faces downcast. 18 One of them, named Cleopas, asked Him, “Are you only a visitor to Jerusalem and do not know the things that have happened there in these days?” 
19 “What things?” He asked. 
“About Jesus of Nazareth,” they replied. “He was a prophet, powerful in word and deed before God and all the people. 20 The chief priests and our rulers handed Him over to be sentenced to death, and they crucified Him; 21 but we had hoped that He was the one who was going to redeem Israel. And what is more, it is the third day since all this took place. 22 In addition, some of our women amazed us. They went to the tomb early this morning 23 but didn’t find His body. They came and told us that they had seen a vision of angels, who said He was alive. 24 Then some of our companions went to the tomb and found it just as the women had said, but Him they did not see.” 
25 He said to them, “How foolish you are, and how slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken! 26 Did not the Christ have to suffer these things and then enter His glory?” 27 And beginning with Moses and all the Prophets, He explained to them what was said in all the Scriptures concerning Himself. 
28 As they approached the village to which they were going, Jesus acted as if He were going farther. 29 But they urged Him strongly, “Stay with us, for it is nearly evening; the day is almost over.” So He went in to stay with them. 
30 When He was at the table with them, He took bread, gave thanks, broke it and began to give it to them. 31 Then their eyes were opened and they recognized Him, and He disappeared from their sight. 32 They asked each other, “Were not our hearts burning within us while He talked with us on the road and opened the Scriptures to us?” 
33 They got up and returned at once to Jerusalem. There they found the Eleven and those with them, assembled together 34 and saying, “It is true! The Lord has risen and has appeared to Simon.” 35 Then the two told what had happened on the way, and how Jesus was recognized by them when He broke the bread. 
36 While they were still talking about this, Jesus Himself stood among them and said to them, “Peace be with you.” 
37 They were startled and frightened, thinking they saw a ghost. 38 He said to them, “Why are you troubled, and why do doubts rise in your minds? 39 Look at My hands and My feet. It is I Myself! Touch Me and see; a ghost does not have flesh and bones, as you see I have.” 
40 When He had said this, He showed them His hands and feet. 41 And while they still did not believe it because of joy and amazement, He asked them, “Do you have anything here to eat?” 42 They gave Him a piece of broiled fish, 43 and He took it and ate it in their presence. 

	Toward a summary of “The God Who Is There”
24:13-16 Who are the “two of them”? (cf. 24:18 Cleopas) What do we know about Emmaus? If you had been walking alongside these two, what would you have heard them say (including their topics of conversation)? Does it appear that the conversation changed when Jesus joined them? For what purpose were they kept from recognizing Jesus? Who kept them from recognizing Jesus?
24:17a How long did Jesus walk with them before asking His questions? Why did Jesus “play ignorant”?
24:17b-18 What does the word “downcast” and the question by Cleopas suggest about the people these two represent?
24:19a Again, why does Jesus “play ignorant”?
24:19b Is their answer high Christology or low Christology? i.e. Do they still not see Jesus in His fullness of supremacy?
24:20-21 Here is the fuller explanation of what they had been discussing. Does this suggest they thought Jesus had been a failure (“we had hoped”)? Is the “what is more” statement a sense of finality to the dashing of their hope/dream?
24:22-23 What? Was their hope still dashed? Why were their faced downcast in v.17 if they had heard this amazing news in v.22?
24:24 So what conclusion had they come to even with the reports of Jesus being alive? Does this kind of stuff happen to us as well?
24:25-27 How were these two from Emmaus slow of heart? How had they been foolish? Was it a failure to review all that Jesus had said previously? And, a failure to understand Moses and the Prophets?
24:28-29 What was the response of these two from Emmaus to hearing the truth about Jesus from the teachings of Moses and the Prophets? What was it about what they had heard that stirred up within them such a strong desire that Jesus stay with them (even when they still didn’t know it was Jesus who was speaking to them) (cf. v.32)?

24:30-32 What is it about the “Lord’s Table” that the Holy Spirit is able to use to open our eyes to see Jesus(cf. v.35)? Why would Jesus leave them at this moment?
24:33-35 Is the response of these two in having Jesus be more fully revealed to them to go tell others what we can expect will happen with us as we have more and more of Jesus revealed to us? 
24:36 Is this symbolic of what Jesus will do with us when we are discovering more and more about Him and talking with each other about Him? Will He show us among us in some manner?
24:37-39 Jesus seems eager to make Himself known to His disciples post His resurrection. Is that still true today for us?

24:40-43 What was Jesus trying to communicate by eating in their presence? Why was believing still a challenge for some of them?
