Psalm 139:13-14 (NIV) 
13 For You created my inmost being; You knit me together in my mother’s womb. 14 I praise You because I am fearfully and wonderfully made; Your works are wonderful, I know that full well. 
Chapter 2 – The God Who Doesn’t Wipe Out Rebels
Genesis 3:14-15 (NIV) 
14 So the Lord God said to the serpent, “Because you have done this, “Cursed are you above all the livestock and all the wild animals! You will crawl on your belly and you will eat dust all the days of your life. 15 And I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your offspring and hers; He* will crush your head, and you will strike His* heel.” 

*Using the upper case is an interpretation that Jesus is being referenced by these pronouns.
Exodus 34:6-7 (NIV) 
6 And He passed in front of Moses, proclaiming, “The Lord, the Lord, the compassionate and gracious God, slow to anger, abounding in love and faithfulness, 7 maintaining love to thousands, and forgiving wickedness, rebellion and sin.
