	Chapter 5 – The God Who Reigns
1 Samuel 8:7-8 (NIV) 7 And the Lord told him: “Listen to all that the people are saying to you; it is not you they have rejected, but they have rejected Me as their king. 8 As they have done from the day I brought them up out of Egypt until this day, forsaking Me and serving other gods, so they are doing to you. 
2 Samuel 7:12-16 (NIV) 
12 When your days are over and you rest with your fathers, I will raise up your offspring to succeed you, who will come from your own body, and I will establish his kingdom. 13 He is the one who will build a house for my Name, and I will establish the throne of his kingdom forever. 14 I will be his father, and he will be my son. When he does wrong, I will punish him with the rod of men, with floggings inflicted by men. 15 But my love will never be taken away from him, as I took it away from Saul, whom I removed from before you. 16 Your house and your kingdom will endure forever before me; your throne will be established forever.’ ” 
Isaiah 33:22 (NIV) 
22 For the Lord is our judge, the Lord is our lawgiver, the Lord is our king; it is He who will save us. 
Psalm 47:7-9 (NIV) 
7 For God is the King of all the earth; sing to Him a psalm of praise. 
8 God reigns over the nations; God is seated on His holy throne. 
9 The nobles of the nations assemble as the people of the God of Abraham, for the kings of the earth belong to God; He is greatly exalted. 
Chapter 6 – The God Who Is Unfathomably Wise
Psalm 1:1-6 (NIV) 
1 Blessed is the man who does not walk in the counsel of the wicked or stand in the way of sinners or sit in the seat of mockers. 
2 But his delight is in the law of the Lord, and on His law he meditates day and night. 
3 He is like a tree planted by streams of water, which yields its fruit in season and whose leaf does not wither. Whatever he does prospers. 
4 Not so the wicked! They are like chaff that the wind blows away. 
5 Therefore the wicked will not stand in the judgment, nor sinners in the assembly of the righteous. 
6 For the Lord watches over the way of the righteous, but the way of the wicked will perish. 
Psalm 19:7-9 (NIV) 
7 The law of the Lord is perfect, reviving the soul. The statutes of the Lord are trustworthy, making wise the simple. 
8 The precepts of the Lord are right, giving joy to the heart. The commands of the Lord are radiant, giving light to the eyes. 
9 The fear of the Lord is pure, enduring forever. The ordinances of the Lord are sure and altogether righteous. 
Proverbs 1:7 (NIV) 
7 The fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge, but fools despise wisdom and discipline. 
Isaiah 33:5-6 (NIV) 
5 The Lord is exalted, for He dwells on high; He will fill Zion with justice and righteousness. 
6 He will be the sure foundation for your times, a rich store of salvation and wisdom and knowledge; the fear of the Lord is the key to this treasure.
