Chapter 20:11-15�Resurrection of all the dead for judging and rewarding.


21:8 Unbelievers into lake of fire.








Chapter 20:4-6 Martyrs for Christ reign with Him from heaven for a “thousand years.” Martyrs demonstrated their trust in Christ by testifying that Christ is King, refusing to take the mark of the beast.





Chapter 20:7-9 �Satan, released to wage his final war, is defeated for ever. 20:10 Satan into the lake of fire.
